Based on the specialisation index, the Eastern region -
or the East of England, the term used by the RDA for
the region - is one of the most diversified regional
economies. There are only 31 ‘high points’ and it is
over-represented in 148 industries that employ 29 per
cent of the workforce.!

REGIONAL CLUSTERS

Research and development

Excluding university research, there are 21,700
employees in the natural sciences R&D industry.

This represents 23 per cent of the UK total. The
industry is made up of over 425 establishments that
are, on average, significantly larger than R&D
establishments elsewhere in the UK. The industry is a
combination of R&D facilities of large (often overseas
based) companies and independent R&D companies.
The industry (and especially the many smaller firms
and establishments) is concentrated in, and around,
Cambridge. Elsewhere in the region, towns such

as Basildon, Harlow, Stevenage, Norwich and St.
Albans have substantial employment in fewer but
larger establishments.

With over 4,100 jobs (15 per cent of the UK total), the
region also has a range of businesses undertaking
technical analysis and testing. These include, for
example, the Institute of Food Research in Norwich
and the Aircraft Research Association providing wind
tunnel facilities.

The cluster incorporates R&D relating to a wide range
of technologies and industries including automotive,
aerospace and agriculture. However, the major
strengths are in communication/information
technologies, pharmaceuticals and biotechnology.
(Indeed, many biotechnology firms, which are either
research boutiques or have not yet reached the
production stage are classified as R&D companies).

Combined with management consultancy (a related
industry), the cluster employs just over 60,000. It has
grown by almost 70 per cent since 1991.

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1.1.2 Pharmaceuticals/Biotechnology

The analysis of UK biotechnology companies identified
41 (i.e. 18 per cent of the UK total) in the region
employing 2,750 people. This is the largest regional
grouping of biotechnology companies after the South
East.

Biotechnology is a major strength of Cambridge
University and, as already noted, much of the region’s
R&D cluster is related to pharmaceuticals and
biotechnology. There is major public (and charity)
sector investment in, for example, the European
Biotechnology Information Centre, the UK Human
Genome Mapping Project, Medical Research Council
Laboratories and the Sanger Centre. Many of the
world’s leading pharmaceutical companies have
research centres in the region. While much is related
to human health, there is also a major strength in
agriculturally orientated biotechnology including
research undertaken in the region’s strong agri-
chemicals industry.

Beyond R&D, the region accounts for 17 per cent of
UK employment manufacturing basic pharmaceuticals
(i.e. a significant number in Welwyn Hatfield), and 12
per cent of the UK’s production of medicaments and
pharmaceutical wholesaling. Between them, production
and wholesaling (concentrated in East Hertfordshire)
have 11,000 employees. The manufacture of
medicaments takes place in a small number of large
factories (e.g. Roche producing vitamin preparations).
In contrast, while there are wholesaling facilities for
many major UK and international companies, there is
also a large number of small wholesalers in the region.

There are important links between the pharmaceuticals
industry and the biotechnology companies (many of
which are simply developing drugs via biotechnology).
Their co-location helps create critical mass. More
specifically:

B As a means of generating an income flow,
biotechnology companies provide research services
to the pharmaceutical industry. Indeed, some may
never develop successful product and may remain
as service providers.

B The large labour market increases job choice
making the region a more attractive location for
scientists and technologists. Shakeouts from the
pharmaceutical companies have also provided skills
for the emerging biotechnology companies.
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B The pharmaceutical industry uses similar inputs and
equipment and this helps to build local supply
infrastructure. Consequently, the region has
attracted major equipment suppliers such as the
US company Genomic Solutions.

B The pharmaceutical industry is one of the funders
of biotechnology companies, for example, through
‘up front’ licensing deals with staged payments.

Ultimately, the pharmaceutical companies will produce
many of the products that emerge from the
commercialisation of biotechnology research. An
important question for the region (and the UK) is
where will this production be located.

The cluster also gets similar benefits from the region’s
strength in agri-chemicals R&D. In addition, there is a
reasonable strength in the manufacture and supply of
equipment through companies such as Stirling
Diagnostic Imaging Ltd and Dioptec Scan Ltd and
there is an emerging bio-informatics industry.

In addition to London’s venture capital (which is only a
short train ride away), there are a number of local
specialist biotechnology venture capitalists while some
of the London firms base their biotechnology
specialists in Cambridge. Similarly, some of the ‘Big
Five’ accountancies have local specialists and provide
‘free’ networking opportunities (e.g. via seminars).

ERBI LTD (Eastern Region Biotechnology Initiative)
which was set up in 1997 provides institutional
support and networking opportunities. While working
with other local ‘high tech’ entrepreneurial networks,
members tend not to be a member of the region’s
more general ‘high tech’ entrepreneurial networks.
Rather ERBI aims to meet their specific and somewhat
differentiated requirements. Its members include
companies from all parts of the cluster (e.g. suppliers,
service providers, pharmaceutical, food and agri-
chemical companies).

ICT/Electronics

Based on the integration of computing, electronics
and communication technologies, the region has a
range of more or less integrated industries including
both services and manufacturing. The cluster employs
some 115,000 people, which is one third more than in
1991. Building on its R&D strengths, the cluster
consists of:
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M Over 25,500 jobs (13 per cent of the UK total) in

telecommunication services. In addition to large BT
facilities in Ipswich, there are a number of smaller,
new market entrants providing, for example, paging
services, CCTV systems and Internet services. BT,
for example, is now making a more overt effort to
commercialise its research via spinouts.

Over 1,000 software businesses employing 28,860
(12 per cent of the UK total). This includes many
small businesses undertaking specialist software
development for, for example, telecommunications
and application specific chips along with the UK
headquarters of large companies such as Cap
Gemini in Bedford and MDIS Ltd. in Hemel
Hempstead. The region also accounts for 17 per
cent of the UK’s computer hardware consultancy.

Manufacturing of electronic equipment including,
as a ‘high point’, 14 per cent of UK employment
(5,200 jobs) producing TVs, radios etc. With 19 per
cent of UK establishments, relative to elsewhere in
the UK, it is a small firm industry. The industry
includes a ‘local’ cluster of hi-fi companies such as
NXT that used to manufacture speakers but now
concentrates on R&D.

Smaller manufacturing industries include office
equipment, domestic appliances (concentrated in
Peterborough) and electronic capital goods. The
latter includes, for example, GEC Marconi Radar
and Defence Systems in Chelmsford producing,
inter alia, computer simulation equipment. While
only having the UK average, there is also
considerable employment (with a significant
concentration in Chelmsford) in the production of
electronic components (e.g. semiconductors).

Strength in opto-electronics with 18 per cent of UK
firms. However, these account for only 5 per cent
of employment. This reflects the R&D orientated
business model of recent start-ups in the cluster,
which aim to license their IPR rather than move into
production themselves.

Wholesaling, repairing and retailing of household
electronic goods. The region is home to the
distribution and repair services for companies such
as Sanyo Sales, Kenwood, Mitsubishi Electric and
DSG Retail Ltd.

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The latter company, which operates Dixons, Curry’s,
NEC Direct, PC World and The Link (mobile phones),
illustrates the inter-relationships between the computer,
electronic and telecommunication industries. There is
also a regional strength in electronic instruments.

Instrumentation

With over 7,100 jobs in just over 400 establishments,
the region accounts for 12 per cent of UK electronic
instruments. There are also strengths in a range

of smaller instrumentation industries:

M 15 per cent of UK electronic (and 10 per cent of
non-electronic) industrial process control
equipment.

W Just over 10 per cent of medical devices. This
includes both electronic and non-electronic
devices. There are links to the biotechnology and
pharmaceutical industries.

B A significant number producing precision optical
instruments in Basildon. This industry merges into
the photographic equipment industry in which the
region has 16 per cent of UK employment. Along
with the medical devices industry, between them
they manufacture products such as x-ray and
imaging equipment, specialist cameras, ophthalmic
lenses, spectrometers and other research
equipment.

M Finally, there is some small-scale production of
instruments for measuring time (i.e. watches and
clocks) in which the region accounts for 18 per
cent of the UK total.

There are potential links to the R&D cluster. Not only is
R&D a market for specialist instrumentation but it may
also be the source of new instruments designed for

research purposes and subsequently commercialised.

With just 16,000 employees (which is some 16 per
cent less than in 1991), the cluster as a whole is
relatively small. Only electronic instruments is a ‘high
point” industry. However, what differentiates the cluster
from other regions’ instrumentation clusters is the
number of instrumentation industries (i.e. all six
industries) which are over-represented, rather than
their individual size.

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Within the overall cluster, much of which is based
around Cambridge, smaller local clusters can be
identified. These include companies that spun out
of Kent Meters in Luton and Texas Instruments

in Bedford.

Agriculture/Food

Three of the region’s top five ‘high points’ are
agricultural and food processing industries. In total
there are over 40 industries in the cluster. It is a very
large regional employer accounting for almost 10 per
cent (210,000) of the region’s jobs. There are
reasonably extensive production chains in:

B Growing and processing of cereals. The region
accounts for almost one-third of UK cereal
production, 27 per cent of malt, 20 per cent of
breakfast cereals with other industries involved in
grain milling and the production of animal feed.

B Growing and processing of fruit and
vegetables. In addition to one-third of UK farm
employment in these industries, it accounts for
almost 20 per cent of UK jam production and
14 per cent of its fruit juices.

B Poultry and pigs. Around one quarter of UK poultry
and pigs are reared and processed in the region.

Other food industries include the production of sugar,
pet food, starches, margarine and soups.
Complementing the production of malt, beer (along
with a significant alcohol retailing industry) is
concentrated in Luton - although there are a number
of smaller brewers in the region. There are also a
number of wholesaling industries serving both farming
and food processing.

The cluster has several significant supporting and
related industries. Accounting for 18 per cent of UK
employment, the manufacture of plastic packaging
(with a substantial concentration in Huntingdon) is a
regional ‘high point’. The region also has 15 per cent
of the UK employment in the packaging industry.
Much of this is for the food industry. Interestingly,
Food Fen (an organisation that ‘aims to assist the
development’ of the region’s food industry) was
initiated and chaired by the Chairman of one of the
region’s main printing companies.



Cambridge also has a strength in the production of
ink jet printing equipment (a technology which spun
out of the University). This found its earliest successful
commercial applications in production-line labelling in
the food industry.

Furthermore, almost 30 per cent of UK pesticides/
agri-chemicals are produced in the region along with
30 per cent of tractors, 25 per cent of agricultural
machinery and 15 per cent of machinery for the food
industry. There are also two ‘machinery high points’
(i.e. non-domestic cooling/ventilation equipment, and
general-purpose machinery). A review of the
companies in these two industries found that several
of them manufacture refrigeration equipment for the
food industry and the ‘General Purpose’ machinery
industry contains several with a strong food industry
orientation (e.g. weighing machines).

Food retailing is a regional ‘high point’. This reflects
the Tesco Headquarters in Waltham Cross. By enabling
more ready access to information (e.g. the provision
of speakers for seminars etc) and purchasing functions,
major retailers can play an important role in regional
food clusters.

Finally there is extensive agriculture and food related
R&D including the John Innes Centre, the Silsoe
Research Centre (into which Cranfield University is
relocating its biotechnology expertise), the British
Sugar Technical Centre, the Institute of Food Research
and the Sainsbury Research centre. Much of this R&D
is located on the Norwich Research Park linked to the
University of East Anglia.

LESS SUBSTANTIAL CLUSTERS
AND ECONOMIC ACTIVITY

Tourism

While there are no ‘high points’, there are nine tourist
industries in the region’s cluster. In addition to 15 per
cent of UK employment in holiday centres, industries
involved in renting out boats and sporting equipment,
the building and repair of pleasure boats and tour
guides reflect the specialised tourism of the Norfolk
Broads.

Financial services

With two ‘high points’ and, in total, eight industries
in the regional cluster, finance is a large regional
employer. The high points are life insurance (with
almost 15,800 employees) and mortgage brokers
(with 4,500 employees). These represent 13 per cent
and 14 per cent respectively of UK employment. While
the other industries are somewhat smaller, non-life
insurance, with almost 9,700 employees (11 per cent
of the UK total) is a significant employer. As might be
expected, finance is concentrated in the region’s
towns. For example:

B The largest proportion of the region’s life insurance
industry is in Norwich with a further significant
proportion in Peterborough. This is largely the
Norwich Union (in Norwich), Pearl Assurance and
Prudential Assurance (in Peterborough).

B Non-life insurance is concentrated in Ipswich and
Colchester (e.g. subsidiaries of the Royal London
General Insurance Company with its HQ in London).

Both Peterborough (AMP UK Ltd., fund management)
and Ipswich (pension funding) have strengths in two or
three financial industries. There are a number of other
large companies (e.g. FCE Bank Plc in Brentwood
which is the Ford Motor Company’s financing arm and
Irish Life Assurance in St. Albans) scattered around the
region.

Between them, the cluster industries employ almost
40,000. However, there has been no growth in
employment since 1991. The companies are a mixture
of headquarters functions and operational subsidiaries
of both overseas and London companies.
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1.2.6

Printing and paper

With approximately 13 per cent of UK employment
there is a significant printing industry with associated
industries including composition and plate making,
book binding and finishing and publishing. There is
a significant concentration of book and journal
publishing in Peterborough. The region also has
several small industries related to the production
of paper, paper-based products and machinery for
papermaking. The cluster employs some 40,000
people and has experienced modest (16 per cent)
growth since 1991.

Furniture

The region has 12 per cent of UK employment
manufacturing furniture in two industries (other
furniture and office/shop furniture) along with several
other small wood using industries. While the cluster
has increased employment by 44 per cent since 1991,
it still employs only 11,000.

Marine technology

The analysis of marine technology industries identified
a clustering along the Norfolk and Suffolk coastline.
Great Yarmouth, for example, has some 20 companies
and almost 1,200 jobs providing services for the

North Sea oil and gas industry. Other companies

sell into a wider range of marine markets. A private
sector group is examining how the cluster might
reposition itself (e.g. as energy and/or marine cluster)
and exploit potential future opportunities (e.g. rig
re-commissioning/refurbishment).

Automotive

Accounting for 13 per cent of the UK total, 10,700 are
employed manufacturing cars. Both Vauxhall and
Delphi (Vauxhall’s former components division) are in
Luton with Lotus in Norwich and Lola in Huntingdon.
Lotus is heavily involved in the design and production
of Vauxhall’s most recent sports car. There is also
considerable R&D in the region including the Ford
Centre at Dunton and a major vehicle testing facility at
Millbrook. The automotive industry is one of Cranfield
University’s three corporate priority industries.

Other auto related industries (e.g. tyres, metal forging,
casting etc) are not strongly represented in the region.
However, there are a number of large companies (e.g.
the Hartwell Automotive group, Daewoo, Wadham
Kenning and Perry’s Motor Sales Ltd) selling new cars
with HQ facilities in the region. The car industry might
be best seen as an integral part of the West Midlands
automotive cluster.

Other economic activity

As already noted, the region is one of the UK’s most
diversified regional economies with a relatively low
proportion of the workforce in its over-represented
industries. Even with the more local or less substantial
clusters, the clusters outlined above include only 64
per cent of the region’s over-represented industries.

A review of the remainder identified:

B A small group of building material and construction
related industries.

B A small group of plastics based industries.

MW Over and above those included in the clusters,
several wholesaling industries.

B Reflecting both air (Stansted and Luton) and sea,
a number of transport and logistics industries.

B Stand-alone industries such as the manufacture
of hats (concentrated in Luton), weapons and
ammunition (two large factories in Stevenage),
pumps, mineral oil refining (in Thurrock), mail order
in Peterborough and the horse racing industry in
Newmarket.

Further illustrating the region’s diversity, there is a long
list of industries which provide substantial employment
but which do not meet the criteria for inclusion in the
clusters identified above (i.e. they do not have a LQ
over 1.25). These include management consultancy,
mechanical engineering, engineering design,
advertising and the manufacture of aircraft.

It is argued that aerospace is a significant regional
cluster. To some extent this reflects the existence of
a Hertfordshire Business Link supply chain initiative
with BAe. While it only has a LQ at 0.79 per cent

(it is under-represented relative to the UK position),

it employs over 7,500 with significant local
concentrations in South Cambridge, Stevenage and
Uttlesford. There is also some maintenance activity in
the region’s main airports.



It is also argued that multi-media is a significant
regional strength. The East of England Multi-Media
Association has been established to promote the
companies (e.g. joint marketing projects) and provide
networking opportunities. With the focus on content
provision, this is seen as being differentiated from the
region’s communication, information and electronics
cluster. In addition to Anglia TV, it is composed of a
significant number of small firms and the self-employed
(e.g. software and scriptwriters, web site designers,
film producers).

The region has more or less its ‘share’ (relative to the
UK) of the ‘other artistic and literary creation’ industry.
However, it is significantly under-represented in
e-commerce (7 per cent of UK employment), television
(2.4 per cent) and film and video production (with around
4.5 per cent of UK employment). This includes a small
local concentration of the film industry in Hertfordshire.
However, it is recognised that this is an integral part

of the London film industry. As in most UK regions
outside London, these industries remain small scale.

1.3 CONCLUDING OBSERVATIONS

The specialisation index suggests the region has a
diversified industrial structure. This is borne out by the
fact that the analysis identifies 10 clusters between
them employing around one quarter of the workforce.
Beyond these, there is a large number of industries
often with significant employment.

Nevertheless, the region has several important cluster
strengths. It has one of the UK’s most extensive
food/agriculture clusters with a considerable range of
supporting and related industries including R&D.

Its R&D cluster is also strongly interrelated with its
other ‘high tech’ clusters namely pharmaceuticals/
biotechnology, ICT/electronics and instrumentation.
These are themselves also interrelated. Biotechnology
has the benefit (unlike many UK regions) of being
closely associated to pharmaceutical R&D and the
wider biotechnology/pharmaceutical resources in
London and the South East. Between them, these
five clusters employ 19 per cent of the workforce.
Outside London, no other region has such a large
share of employment in just five clusters.

Essentially, the region has the benefits of a diversified
industrial structure combined with strong clusters.
