EAST MIDLANDS

The region has 52 ‘high points’ and 205 industries
with location quotients over 1.25. It has more over-
represented industries than any other UK region.

The over-represented industries account for 31 per
cent of the workforce. Based on both the specialisation
index and the proportion of its employment in its over-
represented industries, the East Midlands has a more
specialised economy than the South East, South
West, Eastern, Yorkshire and Humber and the North
West. It is, however, significantly more diversified than
London and Northern Ireland.?

REGIONAL CLUSTERS

Clothing and knitwear

With 22 industries in the cluster (of which 9 are ‘high
points’), clothing and knitwear employs 78,000. This is
22 per cent of UK employment in these 26 industries.
Employment has declined by 10 per cent since 1991.

The region’s four most over-represented industries are
in the cluster. The main components of the cluster are:

B The knitting of fabrics, hosiery and cardigans and
pullovers. These are the region’s top three ‘high
point’ industries and three of its four most over-
represented industries. Between them, they account
for 60 per cent of UK employment (25,700 jobs).

The manufacture of lace and associated products.

While a much smaller industry (1600 employees),

it accounts for over 70 per cent of UK employment.
This is the region’s most over-represented industry.

A wide variety of clothing including around one
quarter of both men and women’s underwear,
12 per cent of men and women'’s outerwear and
30 per cent of cut make and trim manufacturing.

Ranges of other industries including narrow fabrics,
textile finishing, silk and work wear.

The focus is on clothing which means, for example
that most yarn (for knitting) is produced elsewhere.

There are significant industries that wholesale textiles
and clothing and the region accounts for around

40 per cent of the UK industry wholesaling textile
machinery. A very small amount of equipment is
manufactured locally but most is now imported.

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Local universities provide some support through, for
example, De Montfort’s strength in design and textile
process control and Nottingham Trent’s International
Fashion Centre.

Leicester dominates the cluster, which also has a
strong presence in Ashfield, Hinckley and Amber Valley.

It is believed that there are links to both the car and
medical industries (e.g. technical textiles for medical
application and materials for car seats).

2.1.2 Aerospace (aero engines)

2.1.3

With just over 18,000 jobs in 103 establishments,

the region has almost 14 per cent of UK employment
in the aerospace industry. It's main focus, through Rolls
Royce and its suppliers, is engines for the commercial
market.

The industry is supported by a regional strength in
engineering related scientific and technical consulting.
Both Nottingham and Loughborough Universities
have considerable links with aerospace including, for
example, a new Rolls Royce centre of excellence

at Nottingham.

The cluster is based in Derby. It employs around
18,000 people (though this does not include all supply
chain employment) but has experienced a fall of some
14 per cent since 1991. The cluster has links with
both the metal working (e.g. light alloys) and
machinery clusters (e.g. shared material technology
with the manufacturers of gas turbines etc).

Automotive (assembly)

The region has almost 8,800 employees (11 per cent
of the UK total) assembling cars mainly located in
South Derbyshire and Hinckley and Bosworth. Its
second ‘high point’ industry is the retail sale of parts
and accessories including Ford’s main UK facilities.

The manufacture of car components and accessories
is not as extensive as in some other ‘auto’ regions
including the West Midlands and Wales. Nevertheless,
the industry employs 8,200 people (8 per cent of the
UK total) and vehicle bodies are manufactured in
Northampton. There is also an extensive general
mechanical engineering industry in the region. The
motor sport cluster is also represented in the region.
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The Motor Industry Research Association is located in
Nuneaton and both Nottingham and, especially,
Loughborough University undertake extensive training
and research for the cluster.

In addition to its Department of Aeronautical and
Automotive Engineering and Transport Studies,
relevant research and teaching takes place in a large
number of Loughborough University departments.
These include the MIRA Business Unit; Ford
Automotive Retail Management Programme; BSc in
Automotive Retail Management; the Vehicle
Ergonomics Group; the Vehicle Safety Research
Centre; mechanical engineering, and manufacturing
engineering. There are links with most major names

in the industry (including Formula One) with Ford being
a large financial contributor. Similarly, Nottingham has
strong links with Ford in the field of engine technology.

The cluster draws on, and is an integral part of, the
West Midlands cluster. It employs 41,000 people and
has grown by almost 50 per cent since 1991.
However it should be noted that this represents only
9 per cent of UK employment in all the industries
included in the cluster. On this measure, it is the
smallest of the region’s clusters.

Metals (products)

In addition to the production of steel tubes in Corby,
the region has a strength in iron casting (the industry
is a ‘high point’). It also produces a range of metal-
based products such as metal packaging, central
heating radiators and tools. There are also industries
involved in metal related wholesaling. As a per centage
of UK employment, the East Midlands accounts for

32 per cent of iron casting, just over 20 per cent of
both iron and steel tubes and between 13 and 18 per
cent of products such as drums, containers and light
metal packaging. With 12 industries, the cluster
employs 27,000 people and has grown by 10 per cent
over the past decade.

Machinery and industrial equipment

With 19 industries (of which 5 are ‘high points’) some
67,000 people are employed manufacturing a wide
range of industrial machinery and equipment. Its ‘high
point’ industries are;

B The manufacture of bearings, gears and driving
elements with 19 per cent of UK employment
(4,050 employees). The industry is concentrated in
Newark and Northampton.

M Lifting and handling equipment with almost 6,000
jobs (13 per cent of the UK total).

B 13 per cent of the UK’s production of electric
motors and generators, concentrated in Charnwood,

W Special purpose machinery.

The final ‘*high point’ industry is general mechanical
engineering. This reflects the nature and orientation
of the cluster. Employment has remained more or less
constant since 1991.

There are also a number of smaller industries.

By comparison with the UK as a whole, the region’s
main strengths are in machinery for its other clusters.
For example, the region accounts for one quarter

of UK employment manufacturing equipment for food
processing, textiles and concrete crushing.

While having a substantially lower share of the UK
industry, machinery is also made for a wider range of
industries including printing, metal working, quarrying
and pharmaceuticals.

Based in Derby, a small group of companies
(accounting for 15 per cent of UK employment) are
involved in rail rolling stock. This is supported by
strength in engineering consultancy and the Derbyshire
Rail Forum, which represents and supports the
industry. Finally, there is a small group of companies in
Lincoln manufacturing engines and turbines. The
industry accounts for 19 per cent of UK employment.

The extent of the linkages between these industries

in terms of shared technology, skills and working
relationships appears considerable. Alstom, for example,
operates in several industries and there are links to the
aerospace cluster (e.g. engines and turbines).

Plastics (products)

While basic plastic is not produced, there are three
‘high point’ industries in the cluster. Products are
produced for both the automotive industry and the
food cluster. By comparison with, for example, the
industrial plastic products made in the North East, here
a wider range of more ‘sophisticated’ products (e.g.
medical disposables, motorcycle accessories) are

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manufactured. Loughborough University has relevant
research strengths (e.g. polymers) which are interrelated
with the needs of other local clusters (e.g. automotive,
aerospace, food packaging). The cluster employs
21,000 and has grown by almost 50 per cent since
1991.

Agriculture/food (processing)

The region has a large food cluster including 39
industries of which 9 are ‘high points’. They employ
almost 110,000 people which is some 40 per cent
more than in 1991. These 37 industries account for
12 per cent of their total UK employment.

The cluster is diversified with a mixture of agriculture
(and related services) and food processing. Within this,
the main strengths are:

W The growing and processing of cereals. The region
has one fifth of the UK’s cereals farming, almost
one fifth of biscuit production and one third of
breakfast cereal (e.g. Weetabix)

M The growing, processing and wholesaling of fruit
and vegetable. This includes 30 per cent of UK
employment in processing and preserving and
almost 20 per cent in the production of juices.

B Some 15 per cent of UK poultry production and a
somewhat lower share of cattle and pigs. These
support speciality industries such as Melton Mowbray
pork pies. The region accounts for 35 per cent of
UK pet food and 12 per cent of prepared feed for
farm animals.

M A significant proportion of UK chocolates and
confectionery (e.g. Thorntons, Trebor-Bassett)
which is presumably related to the regional strength
in the production of sugar.

There is a focus on the production of chilled foods and
snacks. For example, the region’s significant share

of employment in potato processing is largely the
production of crisps. Several of its processing
industries are essentially one or two large companies.

Some agricultural and food processing machinery
along with glass and plastic packaging is produced
locally. There is also a large regional packaging
industry. A significant part of the region’s limited R&D
industry is concerned with food and agriculture.

For example, Agricultural Research UK Ltd undertakes
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contract pesticide research and the Sutton Bridge
Experimental Unit is involved in potato research.

Nottingham University is strong in food sciences and
De Montfort has an agricultural campus in Lincolnshire
and there is an industry-funded centre for food
(FoodNet) in Spalding. Spalding is seen as a centre for
the industry taking in not only the East Midlands but
also the Eastern region.

Furniture manufacture

Centred in Erewash, the region has three ‘high point’
industries producing (largely wood based) furniture
(chairs and seats, office and shop furniture and other
non-kitchen furniture). Compared to the UK, with

16 per cent of employment, the manufacture of chairs
and seats is the most significant industry. Between
them, these industries employ about 14,400 people
in 700 companies.

Linked to textiles, the region also accounts for 12 per
cent of UK soft furnishings.

The region has a limited number of other wood using
industries. As a whole, the cluster has increased its
employment by one third since 1991 and now
employs 19,000.

Concrete and plaster products

Based on local quarrying of aggregates, the region
has a distinctive strength in the production of concrete
and plaster products for construction. For example,
concrete products for construction employs 4,050
people (19 per cent of the UK total) in 80
establishments. It also accounts for 14 per cent of
cement manufacturing, 13 per cent of ready mixed
concrete and 44 per cent of plaster products for
construction. The cluster’s other ‘high point’ industry is
wooden carpentry and joinery products for the
construction industry.

Much of the equipment for the industry is now
imported. However, research support is provided
through, for example, civil engineering at Nottingham
University and concrete crushing equipment is
produced locally. The cluster serves largely UK
markets. It employs 21,000 people and has
experienced modest growth (13 per cent) since 1991.
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2.2.3

LESS SUBSTANTIAL CLUSTERS
AND ECONOMIC ACTIVITY

Footwear

With just over 9,100 employees in almost 200
establishments, the region accounts for 52 per cent of
employment in the UK footwear industry. Over 80 per
cent of these jobs are in just 5 local authority districts:
Leicester, East Northamptonshire, Kettering,
Northampton and Wellingborough.

The region has small leather tanning, clothing and
wholesaling industries. It accounts, for example, for
22 per cent of UK employment in the wholesaling of
footwear. The British Shoe Trade Federation is part

of the cluster and the British Footwear Federation has
recently re-located from London. Research support

is available through Satra (the footwear and clothing
research association) and BLC Leather Technology
Ltd. Cluster employment has declined by around one-
third since 1991.

Perfumes and toiletries

This consists of a small group of companies in three
industries that were historically linked to Boots.
While Boots has sold most of its soap and perfume
manufacturing (and is now investing more heavily in
pharmaceutical related research in local universities),
the industry remains in Nottingham and Broxtowe.
While it employs only 6,000 people, it has grown
rapidly over the past decade.

Other economic activity

The industries included in the clusters account for 65
per cent of the over-represented industries. A review
of the other over-represented industries identifies:

W A significant presence of web design/internet
service companies.

W Several freight and distribution industries. Reflecting
the region’s central location, both storage and ware-

housing and road freight are industry *high points’.

B Small groupings of industries relating to glass,
ceramics and tourism.

B Remnants of past clusters including 50 per cent of
UK employment manufacturing both bicycle and
motorcycles. Both are now very small having
succumbed to international competition.

B A number of fairly large, but what appear to be,
‘stand alone’ industries including building societies
(Leicester and Northampton), explosives (in Derby
with a very significant proportion of UK
employment), sports goods, tobacco (Nottingham),
lighting equipment and rubber products.

B Public sector industries (especially education) and
private sector hospitals.

B A concentration in Nottingham of market research
and data processing.

As in most regions outside Southern Britain, the
industries which are under-represented but,
nevertheless, employ over 0.2 per cent of the
workforce, include, software, R&D, telecommunication
services and various forms of consultancy.

The case is argued for clusters relating to space
technology, environmental industries and
medical/health/biotechnology.

B The argument for ‘space’ is based upon high quality
research at Leicester University. However, as yet,
there is minimal commercial activity.

B The national analysis of environmental industries
found 4 per cent of UK employment in the East
Midlands. The region’s universities have strengths
and interest in environmental issues.

M As in all regions, a number of pharmaceutical
industries are represented in the area. Boots has
moved into healthcare and there is a significant
private sector hospital industry. However, the region
only has some 3 per cent of UK employment in
basic pharmaceuticals and medicaments and
1 per cent of biotechnology company employment.
Several of the region’s universities have life
science/medically related research.

Based mainly on the commercialisation of university
research, these can perhaps be best seen as
aspirational clusters.
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2.3 CONCLUDING OBSERVATIONS

Based on the specialisation index, the East Midlands
(excluding London and Northern Ireland) is one of the
more specialised regional economies. Unlike some
regions (e.g. Wales), this specialisation is associated
with several extensive industrial clusters. The analysis
has identified nine clusters and two smaller clusters,
which, between them, employ 27 per cent of the
workforce. This is on par with Scotland and Eastern,

well below London but more than in other UK regions.

While eleven clusters perhaps suggests diversity,

industrial equipment, automotive and aerospace.
Reflecting these interdependencies (and associated
scale), only in the East Midlands is general mechanical
engineering a ‘high point’ industry. This group of
clusters interacts with Yorkshire and Humber’s metal
working industries and merges into the main West
Midland’s clusters.

The food cluster is one of the most extensive in the
UK while its clothing and footwear clusters are, within
a UK context, distinctive. They are, however, suffering
from on-going employment decline. Nevertheless, the
region is one of the UK’s more highly clustered and

it is worth noting that the clusters are themselves
interrelated and potentially mutually reinforcing.
This is particularly true of metal products, machinery/

economically integrated regions.
