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SOUTH EAST

The region is one of the UK’s most diversified regional
economies. There are 134 industries (employing 28
per cent of the workforce) which are over-represented
in the region. Of these, 34 are ‘high points’. With

the exception of defence, all of these are commercial
industries. The only other region with so few non-
commercial ‘high points’ is Eastern.!

REGIONAL CLUSTERS

Research and development

With 28,600 employees in just over 650 establishments,
the region has 30 per cent of UK employment in
‘natural sciences’ R&D. In addition, it has 20 per cent
of the UK’s technical testing industry. Altogether the
cluster employs 35,000 which is 40 per cent higher
than in 1991. Because of a few large facilities, there
are localised concentrations of R&D in several
locations within the region (e.g. Bracknell, Dover,
Runnymede). However, there is a continuous band of
R&D activity along the M4 corridor and up to Oxford,
which itself accounts for 30 per cent of the region’s
R&D employment. The largest concentration of
technical testing is in Winchester.

While R&D is undertaken in a wide range of
technologies relevant to a variety of industries, much
is concerned with pharmaceuticals and biotechnology.
With many of the larger laboratories being either public
or ex-public sector, an interesting issue is whether or
not R&D can, or should be, seen as a cluster in its
own right or whether it is best seen as an advanced
factor condition for other clusters.

Pharmaceuticals and biotechnology

Some 40 per cent of the South East’s R&D employment
(though only 20 per cent of the establishments) is
pharmaceuticals and biotechnology. Our analysis of
biotechnology identifies 63 businesses in the region
(28 per cent of the UK total) employing around 9,450
people. With 55 per cent of UK employment, the
region’s biotechnology companies are significantly
larger than the UK average.

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Through organisations such as Southern Bioscience
(a company limited by guarantee with 6 permanent
staff to support initiatives in the southern part of the
region), Oxford Biolink, Oxfordshire BiotechNet and the
Kent Bio-Science Network, the support infrastructure
for the industry is extensive. This provides business
support, networking mechanisms and, for example
through, the newly established Southern Bioventures,
seed corn funding. Surrey University has a bioskills
unit dedicated to the development of training
materials for the industry. The Universities of Oxford
and Sussex have research strengths in biochemistry,
pharmacology and biological sciences.

While London remains the main source of basic
pharmaceuticals (with 37 per cent of the industry),
the South East has 30 per cent of UK employment
(almost 14,300 jobs) manufacturing medicaments.
With just 80 establishments throughout the region
(just 19 per cent of the UK total), production is
concentrated on a few large sites. On a further 390
sites, 8,900 people (i.e. 23 per cent of the UK total)
work in the wholesaling of pharmaceuticals.

Wholesaling is widely distributed around the region but
with concentrations in West Berkshire, the Thames
Valley and High Wycombe. While several towns such
as Basingstoke (e.g. Eli Lilly) Newbury, (H Young
Operations Ltd.) and Eastleigh (Warner Lambert UK
Ltd.) have one or two large facilities, the main
manufacturing concentration is Kent. Its largest
companies include Syntex Corporation (Maidenhead),
John Wyeth and Brother Ltd. (Maidenhead), Novartis
Pharmaceuticals UK Ltd. (Canterbury), Sanofi
Winthrop Ltd. (Guildford), Abbott Laboratories Ltd.
(Queensborough), Rhone-Poulenc Rorer Ltd. and
Pfizer Ltd. (Sandwich).

Some of these businesses have extensive supply
chains. For example, in 1997 Pfizer spent around
£254m on UK purchases. While a small amount was
purchased from the North West, the vast majority of
expenditure was in London and the South East.
Indeed, almost one quarter was spent in Kent.

In addition to potential links between the pharmaceutical
industry and the biotechnology companies, there are
also inter-relationships with the region’s strengths in
medical devices and there may be links to the toiletry
and perfume industries which merge into ‘health care’
products. The region also has a large private health
industry.

The cluster has 65,000 employees and has grown by
one fifth since the early 1990’s.

Software and computer services

There are three ‘high points’ (software, other computer
activities and data processing) which between them
employ 99,000 people of which 73 per cent are in the
software industry. There are over 26,000 establishments
in these three industries giving an average
employment size of just under 4. The region has 29
per cent of UK software employment, and 19 per cent
of both computer activity and data processing.

The strength of the cluster is further illustrated by its
smaller industries. The region has 21 per cent of UK
hardware consultancy and just over one quarter of
employment in database related activity, maintenance,
and repair of computers and renting of computers.
The region also has strengths in manufacture of
computers, telecom-munication equipment and
electronic components. Finally, there is extensive local
demand that, in part, explains the region’s strength in
the wholesaling of office machinery (much of which is
computing equipment). As a whole, the cluster has
grown by 85 per cent since 1991 and now employs
133,000 people.

The software industry is remarkably concentrated in
the area west of London in places such as Reading,
Slough, Bracknell, Wycombe and Woking. These are
also the areas (especially Berkshire and Surrey) in
which the region’s e-commerce, telemarketing and
telecom services are located. Based on our analysis of
the national industries, the South East has 19 per cent
of UK employment in both e-commerce (i.e. web
designers and internet services etc.) and
direct/telemarketing. While the South East’s
employment in telecommu-nication services only
matches the UK average, it is over-represented in the
area west of London. There is also a significant
concentration of media and new/digital media
(including e-commerce) in Brighton.

While essentially a small firm cluster, there are a
number of very large businesses including Oracle
Corporation (in Reading); Mr. Digital Capture Services
Ltd; (Reading); Lotus Development UK Ltd. (Staines);
Computer Associates Plc (Slough); CSG Computer
Services (Farnborough); Origin UK Ltd. (Whyteleaf);
and Easmas Ltd. (Camberley). These large firms
employ significant numbers of people.

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The region houses three universities with significant
research strengths in the computer sciences (Oxford,
Sussex and Southampton).

Information/communication technology
and electronic equipment

In addition to its strong position in software, the region
also has an extensive ‘hardware’ cluster. With three
‘high points’ (computers, electronic components,
electrical equipment), the cluster has six manufacturing
industries supported by the wholesaling of both house-
hold and office electrical goods including computers.

Having expanded by over one-third since 1991, it
now employs over 100,000 people.

The region has 19 per cent of UK employment (i.e.
19,400 jobs) in the manufacture of computers and
electronic components in 665 establishments. At 30
employees per establishment, it is something of a
small firm cluster. By comparison, the average plant
size in these two industries in Scotland (the only other
region in which both are ‘high point’ industries) is 180
employees per establishment. Nevertheless, there are
several large companies in the region including IBM
(Portsmouth), Honeywell and Fujitsu (Bracknell) along
with more medium-sized businesses such as Midge
Networks Ltd. (Slough), OT Computers Ltd. (Redhill)
and Sequent Computer Systems (Surrey).

In the cluster’s smaller manufacturing industries and as
a share of UK employment, the region accounts for
just under 20 per cent of office equipment, 24 per
cent of electrical equipment and 45 per cent of radio
and electronic capital equipment. The electronic
equipment is wide ranging but includes such products
as electronic security systems (e.g. Thorn Security
Ltd.), flight simulation and rail signalling systems

(e.g. ABB/Daimler-Benz). While not showing up in the
regional analysis there is a concentration in West
Berkshire with a few large plants manufacturing
telephone equipment.

The wholesaling of household electrical goods
consists of around 800 businesses including a long list
of the world’s best known companies such as
Panasonic, Hitachi, Sony, Toshiba and Vodaphone.
Many of the larger plants are involved in wholesaling
and distributing to both the UK domestic and export
markets.
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Southampton and Surrey Universities have strengths in
electrical and electronic engineering which may impact
on this cluster as well as other regional clusters.

Instrumentation

This is the only region in which two instrumentation
industries (electronic instruments and medical/surgical
equipment) are ‘high points’. In total, there are six
industries in the cluster?. As a share of UK
employment, they range from 17 per cent (non-
electronic instruments and electronic process
controls), through 25 per cent (electronic instruments,
medical/surgical devices and non-electronic process
controls) to 35 per cent in the case of spectacles and
unmounted lenses. Between them, these industries
employ about 32,500 largely in small and medium-
sized firms. Employment has grown by just over 10
per cent since 1991.

Local concentrations (i.e. over 2 per cent of the UK
industry) are found in Medway (electronic instruments),
Crawley (medical devises), and Eastleigh (lenses).

Industrial machinery

With one ‘high point’ (general-purpose machinery),
there is a small group of industrial machinery industries
in which the region has between 19 per cent (general-
purpose machinery, pumps and industrial
ventilation/refrigeration equipment) and 25 per cent
(compressors) of UK employment. Altogether these
industries employ 23,000, some one fifth less than

in 1991.

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8.1.7 Consultancy and business services

Complementing the region’s software and hardware
consultancy, there is a cluster of industries providing
business support services. The cluster has 12
industries of which four are ‘high points’. There are
strengths in management consultancy, market
research and opinion polling, industrial process
engineering, civil engineering and some aspects of
advertising. In all of the clusters’ industries, the region
has between 18 and 25 per cent of UK employment.

The twelve industries as a whole employ more than
153,000 (or 4 per cent of the workforce). Some of this
employment is in decentralised offices of London
based consultancies. However, there are a number

of large companies such as Serco Ltd. (facilities
management in Sunbury on Thames), Robert Bosch
Marketing (in Uxbridge), W.S. Atkins (in Espsom),
Kvaerner UK Ltd. (process engineering in Fareham)
and ADAS Consulting Ltd. (agricultural consultancy

in Oxfordshire). Nevertheless, the remarkable feature of
these industries is the large number of very small
businesses. For example, the average establishment
size in management consultancy is 2.5 and 4.7 in civil
engineering.

The region is over-represented in the Headquarters
functions of production, retailing and holding
companies. These create demand not only for
business services but also for the region’s software
and computer services cluster.

Including the Headquarters functions, the cluster
has almost 170,000 employees and has grown by 44
per cent since 1991.



8.1.8 Finance

The analysis identified eight industries (of which

three are ‘high points’) employing 84,000 people
distributed around the region (17 per cent more than
in 1991). With the exception of a number of industries
dominated by London (i.e. central banking, banking
headquarters, security broking and trading), the region
has some presence in all financial industries. However,
the region is most differentiated from the City by
several industries in which it has a larger share of UK
employment than London. These are:

B Consumer credit and hire purchase. With about
10,700 employees in 270 establishments, the
region has 30 per cent of the UK industry. This
includes companies such as BCC Ltd. (a subsidiary
of the Royal Bank of Scotland) and Associates
Financial Corporation (owned by Ford) financing the
purchase of cars.

B Factoring and leasing. While much smaller
(between them employing just 5,500), they
represent 46 per cent and 35 per cent of UK
employment respectively. The factors include
companies such as Griffin Credit Services (a
subsidiary of HSBC), BNY International Ltd. (a
subsidiary of the Bank
of New York) and Alex Lawrie Factors. The leasing
industry includes Lex Vehicle Leasing Ltd. and
Philippines Gold Plc.

B Mortgage finance. Although a small, specialist
industry with just 1,400 employees, the region
accounts for 27 per cent of UK employment.

The other major employers are life insurance (25,650
jobs) and non-life insurance (19,450 jobs). However, in
both industries the South East has a smaller

share of UK employment (i.e. 21 per cent in both
cases). Between them, the two industries have almost
600 establishments. However, the average size of
establishments is significantly larger than the UK
average and they are dominated by a few major
companies including Cornhill Assurance, National
Provident, PPL Healthcare Ltd., Sun Life Assurances
of Canada and TSB Life Assurance with over 1,000
employees. With only a few exceptions, the region’s
financial companies serve the UK domestic market.

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There is a long list of towns around London with
substantial employment in specific financial industries
including:

W Reigate/Redhill: life insurance and leasing.

W Brighton: consumer credit and hire purchase.

H Milton Keynes: consumer credit and hire purchase
B Tunbridge Wells: life and non-life insurance.

B Reading: life insurance.

B Worthing: non-life insurance.

These towns also have a presence in other financial
industries while many other towns have one or two
large companies (e.g. Alex Lawrie in Banbury, Griffin
Credit Services in Worthing, Associates Financial
Corporation in Slough, Cornhill Insurance in
Guildford and the National Home Building Council
in Amersham).

While Reigate accounts for 75 per cent of the region’s
employment in the leasing industry, generally each
town accounts for a relatively small share of the
region’s employment in specific financial industries.
The companies are a mixture of independent
businesses and subsidiaries of large overseas or
London institutions. Whether and how the region’s
financial industries could be viewed as a cluster or
clusters is worthy of further consideration.

LESS SUBSTANTIAL CLUSTERS
AND ECONOMIC ACTIVITY

Motor sport

Our analysis of motor sport related companies

(i.e. the production of equipment, race teams etc.)
found over 60 per cent of its employment is in the
South East. While geographically concentrated, there
are significant spillovers into both the East Midlands
and the Eastern Regions. However, the size of the
cluster should not be exaggerated. Our analysis
suggests around 1,600 employees are involved in
the production of equipment in the South East.
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Perfumes and toiletries

Because employment in the UK industries is small,
there are no high points. However, the region
accounts for 40 per cent of UK employment producing
‘essential oils’, 20 per cent of perfume manufacturing
and 35 per cent of the wholesaling of perfumes and
cosmetics. Altogether the three industries employ just
over 11,100 with concentrations in Kent, Sussex and
Hampshire. Wholesaling is concentrated in EImbridge.
The region boasts such brand names as Colgate,
Palmolive and the Body Shop.

Fruit, vegetables and horticultural specialities

Concentrated in Kent, the growing of fruit, vegetables
and horticultural specialities is a *high point’. While
there are a few other foods industries (e.g. the
production of coffee, processing of tea), these are
unrelated and consist of one or two large plants.
However, the region produces one-third of the UK’s
fertilisers and agri-chemical products. Reading
University has strengths in agriculture.

Marine technology

Our analysis of the UK’s marine technology related
companies found around 12 per cent of them (about
21,000 jobs) in the South East. Relative to the size of
the South East’s economy, this is not
disproportionately high. However, it is concentrated in
the region’s southern counties. While a small industry,
the region accounts for 25 per cent of UK employment
in the building and repairing pleasure boats and a
significant amount of equipment for marine markets is
manufactured (e.g. many members of the Marine
Equipment Association are located in the region).
While there are some high value products and services
for North Sea oil, the focus is on other marine markets
including defence.

Publishing

With 22 per cent of UK employment, book publishing
is a ‘high point’. There are also strengths in the
publishing of journals. The cluster employs 17,000
people and has grown by some 40 per cent since
1991.

One-third of the region’s book publishing is in Oxford
and there is a localised concentration of newspaper
publishing in Portsmouth. There could be some
mutually beneficial links between the publishing of
scientific books and journals (e.g. a strength is medical
journals) and the region’s R&D,
pharmaceuticals/biotechnology and ICT/electronics
cluster.

Environmental industries

Our analysis of UK environmental industries identified
about 4,600 businesses with 91,150 employees.

Of these, 750 businesses are located in the South
East with almost 17,600 employees. Two of the
region’s universities (Reading and Southampton) have
significant research strengths in the environmental
sciences.

Other economic activity

The clusters outlined above include only 52 per cent of
the region’s over-represented industries. A review of
the others identifies:

B The production of paper, paperboard and stationery
products in Kent. The South East has 21 per cent
of UK employment in this industry.

M In addition to the wholesaling industries included in
the clusters, a further 15 wholesaling industries.

W Several industries relating to both sea and air
transport industry.

B The manufacture of weapons and ammunition
(a ‘high point’ with just over 7,100 employees).
The industry consists of a handful of large
establishments in, for example, Portsmouth and
West Berkshire. There are probably a variety of
links to, for example, the R & D, instrumentation
and marine clusters.

W A significant share of the UK’s production of
synthetic rubber and industrial gases.



B A range of what appears to be small ‘stand alone’
industries such as the manufacture of musical
instruments, tobacco, games and toys.

W Several tourist related industries.

As shown in Annex Three, there are several industries
which employ substantial numbers of people but
which are, relative to the UK, under-represented in the
region. These include advertising, telecommunication
services, auditing/accounting, mechanical engineering,
printing and some types of farming.

Perhaps the two most important under-represented
industries with substantial employment are:

B Aerospace employs a significant number of people
with local concentrations in Farnham, Eastleigh,
Rushmore and the Isle of Wight. The latter has a
specialism in light aircraft and gliders.

B Automotive with 19,700 employees in the two
main industries (manufacturing cars, parts and
accessories). The production of cars is
concentrated in Southampton and Oxford (just
the BMW plant) with parts and accessories
concentrated in Medway. Oxford has a specialism
in the sale of parts and accessories. (This is mainly,
but not exclusively, Unipart).

There are also a few significant local concentrations
but which are not identified at the regional level. Of
particular note are the furniture industry in Wycombe,
the production of plastic products in Milton Keynes
and Cherwell and rail rolling stock in Eastleigh.

8 SOUTH EAST

8.3 CONCLUDING OBSERVATIONS

As noted at the outset, the South East is one of the
UK’s most diversified economies. This is reflected

in this analysis which has identified eight substantial
clusters, several more local or less substantial clusters
and a number of important industries in which the
region is under-represented but has a reasonable
level of employment (e.g. aerospace). The clusters
employ less than one fifth of the workforce. This
diversity probably owes something to the region’s
large size and geography (i.e. there are very significant
differences within the region).

However, the economy is not diversified in the sense
of having high levels of employment in a large number
of unrelated industries. At the macro-level, there
appears to be a degree of structure and
interdependence that seems lacking in some other UK
economies. This reflects:

B The existence of several large clusters containing
both a reasonable number of industries and ‘high
point’” industries.

B Potential interrelationships between the clusters
including, for example, R & D/pharmaceuticals;
R & D/instrumentation, instrumentation/ICT;
pharmaceuticals/toiletries and perfumes; software
and computer services/ICT; consultancy and business
services/computer and software services etc.

The region’s main clusters contain industries that are
widely thought of as offering good growth prospects.
Indeed, over the past decade employment growth

in its largest clusters has significantly exceeded the
region’s overall employment growth record of 17 per
cent since 1991. Overall the region appears to
combine the benefits of strong clusters, diversification
and a reasonably integrated economic structure.
